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Family Life at the Patterson Inn

Program overview:

Family Life at the Patterson Inn program focuses on how a child would spend a day at the Inn in the late 1700’s.  This program describes family responsibilities and chores through a variety of interactive experiences.  Participants will compare chores of today with those of the Patterson Family as they operated a 1796 inn on the New York frontier.  Participants will do wash clothes, sweep, grind corn and do some other chores.  This program also includes an interactive cooking demonstration for participants to taste food prepared on the open hearth.  Participants will help make journey cakes to be eaten later.

NOTE:  This program can be adapted to focus on food preservation (root cellar, dehydration, salting, pickling, canning) during the early 1800’s for older participants.  Participants will string apples and taste various preserved vegetables.
